unamujer («Libro mujer: atractivo, oscuro, turbadors, escribié Arturo Uslar Pietri en un ensayo). Un relato
agil, lleno de ritmo, plagado de ensofiaciones y anhelos, de decepcionesy esperanzas.

If you took Kate Chopin to Venezuela -- this book would probably be the result. Like Edna Pontellier, the
loved/hated heroine of The Awakening, Maria Eugéniais a socially prominent woman who attemptsto
balance her own needs and desires with the expectations and limitations placed upon her by family and
patriarchal tradition. Both books privilege European (French) custom over "popular" American customs, and
both became instant "critical scandals’ when first published.

Iphigenia drawsiits title from the Euripides play of the same name, famous for its depiction of Greece as an
empire ready to sacrifice its women for the greater (male) good. If you understand the allusion, you
understand already de la Parra's commentary upon the "female condition" in Caracas, Venezuela, in the first
couple decades of the Twentieth Century. When Maria Eugénia's father dies, al his property and possessions
pass not to her, his direct heir (by "enlightened" European standards), but instead to his slimy, conniving,
hyper-masculine brother-in-law, Eduardo. Like the homestead, or the family china, Maria Eugéniatoo
becomes Eduardo's property, and here the book's plot is set in motion. Who will Maria Eugénia marry? The
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man she loves, who has nothing to offer her but hisintelligence and devotion? Or the man Eduardo wants her
to marry, whose wealth will increase the family's overall fortune?

Is Maria Eugénia destined to alife of self-fulfillment -- or sacrifice?

| won't answer that question here, of course. Y ou should read the book -- it's alegitimate feminist
masterpiece that should be much more commonly read than it is. It's also a very satisfying novel, despite the
whimsical and often whiny narrator (more traces of Edna Pontellier here, too). My only complaint on this
front isthat, in the end, the book becomes an entirely internal battle ("Which lover shall | choose?'), and
while the final chapters are chalk-full of splendid symbolism and quotable feminist catchphrases, they don't
exactly wrap up many of the plot's threads. If Uncle Eduardo is the book's villain -- the bodily representation
of al things patriarchal -- whereis hein the last third of the book?

It isimplied that marrying a man who gives
her no freedom and embodies the worst in the patriarchy is worse than her other option: running off with a
more liberal suitor who loves her for who she is. But when you think about it, this second suitor had already
abandoned her for material gain in the past. What makes you think he will be faithful? And she would have
to disgrace her family and herself in order to run off with him. And he was still married. There would be no
guarantee of anything if she ran away with him. In either case, she would have to attach herself to aman, she
cannot just be herself and allow herself to dictate the terms in which she wanted to live.

Infact, | think the novel would've been even more brilliant if Parrawould have exposed this lie even further
by having Mariarun off with her lover instead of getting married, and then write an epilogue showing the
results of that. We already know her other choice is bad, but to see that even her better option would turn out
nothing like what she envisioned (the way her lover tried to convince her in that |etter) would be even more
crushing.
