Using
0’ instead of 'too' repeatedly and spelling ‘rough’ as 'ruff' or ‘except’ as 'accept’, just to name afew, givesthe
impression that the author wrote the book without any kind of proof reading or editing. If you can get past
the cringe worthy errors and the somewhat repetitive phrasing, the storyline isn't bad however the book
would benefit from being alittle longer for the sake of character development.

Having said that, | personally find longer books somewhat daunting, unlessiit's a particularly good read, and

The package included a Harmon Colt keychain flashlight and a business card for the main character
alongside a signed copy of the book. Very cooal. Thisis one of the reasons | couldn't give Mr. Neal lessthan
three stars. What can | say? | like the passion from a new author trying to make his way.

Asfar asthe actual book was concerned, | ended up being slightly disappointed. It's not that the story idea
was bad, or the main character uninspired. My main problem was the fact that the work appears, on the
whole, to be entirely unedited or proofread. | don't want to be too harsh here, but there were grammar, usage,
and punctuation errors on almost every page. This had the effect of making me re-read sentences and,
occasionally, entire paragraphs to discern what the author was trying to say.

| understand that it is difficult to write anovel, and | appreciate the effort that Mr. Neal took in crafting this
one. | think the idea of aformer chef becoming a private eye is a new spin on the detective genre and entirely
worth writing.
