Transtrémerin runoissa on monenlaista virtaa. Ainakin han leikitteli runomitalla: mukaan mahtuu klassista
mittaa, moderneja rakenteita, pikkuruisia haikujaja usean sivun mittaisina proosannakdisia runoja.
