Captain Jacob Walden, 24, had only been in Vietnam for a month when his plane is shot down in 1970. He
gjects safely, only to be captured by farmers loyal to the enemy. The author chronicles Jacob's 400-mile trek
on foot through the jungles - northward toward Hanoi where he can be turned over to the proper authorities.
Jakes entire world takes a flip upside down when his captors inform him that Vietnam is not at war with the
United States, therefore, the Geneva Convention does not apply. Jake is not a POW, instead, he isjudged a
criminal and sentenced to prison.

Warren Martin’sfictional novel "Forgotten Soldiers" spreads across four decades from 1970 to current day.
The lead character is Captain Jake Walden, in the earlier part of the story, a 24-year-old flying asortiein
Vietnam during the war. While heis able to gject and land safely he is almost immediately captured by a
small group of Viet Cong or at least farmers loyal to the VC. There then begins a 400 mile jungle trek
towards Hanoi where he will be handed over to the authorities. When he arrives he is treated to the news
that, according to his captors, the United Statesis not at war with North Vietnam, that the Geneva
Convention isirrelevant, thus he isto be treated as a common criminal. The author then chronicles Jake's
daily rituals of torture, virtual starvation, despair and isolation. Interwoven with the main story of Jake's
desperate attempt to survive each day, is the backstory of what is happening back in the States in the current
time. While Jake had been officially pronounced dead by the US government, ajournalist and Jake's brother
don't believe thisto be true and set out on their own journey of discovery. To reveal their findings would be
aspoiler but suffice to say it will take the breath away. Although the book isawork of fiction it iswritten as
though it is non-fiction, complete with actual photographs. There are scenes where the fictiona story is
interwoven with actual events, dates and places making the saga even more realistic. There is even a helpful
glossary of terms and references at the end.

Given Warren Martin’s experience and background (he was a Green Beret) the realism in "Forgotten
Soldiers' is unsurprising. He tells the story as one who knows. Where research has been necessary it has
been meticulous. The opening scene in the prologue is dramatic, hooking the reader straight into the action.
As Jake' s life as a prisoner goes from bad to worse and despair really setsin the reader feelsfor him, as
though heisareal life character experiencing aliving nightmare of Kafkaesque proportions. Almost at every
turnin histrials and tribulations one feels the tendency to will him on to survive, to keep going, to never to
give up. The denouement is almost awelcome relief — aswell as a surprise — from the desperate scenes
that precede it. But where the book falls down isitslack of aprofessional edit. An editor is noted at the
outset but the text screams out for alot more work. It isfar too “wordy” and would benefit from arazor-like
slashing of 20 to 25 percent of the text. If that were done, it would turn the book into areally great novel, and
awar story with adifference.
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
