If anything, it was a heat demonstration of how canny and efficient (not to mention determined) Gryff
could be when he's not soused. To me, that whole aspect of the plot was more of asideline, anyway-- the real
story was Eliza and Gryff's mutual secrets, and the slow, twining circle of their mutual attraction.
