Let me preface my review by saying I have been crocheting for over 30 years and have crocheted everything
from the easiest patterns to what are considered advanced or intermediate.

If you crochet but don't knit, you might want to skip this book. Unless you just want to look at pretty
pictures.

Out of 95 patterns, I found 4 or 5 that were crochet only. One or two additional were knitted and crocheted.

The one pattern I attempted was a simple one. However it was written incorrectly and despite several
attempts as well as reading the errata on the publisher's website, sadly the pattern never morphed into the
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intended project.

I could have modified it to "fix" it but for me, that defeated the purpose of reading the pattern.

BOTTOM LINE: Nicely put together book filled with interesting, if a mite cute for my taste, patterns, well
illustrated and explained.

I loved Ms. Durant's later book in this series (Sock Yarn One Skein Wonders) and looked forward to this
one. While it wasn't as good - or useful for me - as this earlier book, it was still interesting to look at and
likely to be a very good book to keep in your library if you tend to make a lot of things for your home (not
my sort of thing) or baby clothes (nope.) or as little gifts for folks (yes, maybe, but unfortunately many of
these were quite "cute!", which makes me grit my teeth...). Still, there are lots of things to make, the
instructions are excellent, and Ms. Durant's informative paragraphs are very well-done.

Patterns are organized by yarn weight, and have a very thoughtful addition that would be quite useful in
other books: prior to the written portion of the book there is a complete section of large color photographs of
all the projects, all cross-referenced by pattern numbers and page numbers - lovely! There are scarves and
hats and lots of baby stuff, and washcloths and tablecloths and many, many other things to make. Might be
fun to use this book as basis for a group knitting project, wherein everyone picks an item and makes it,
repeating until the group has completed the book... All the patterns work up quickly, might be colorful and
interesting, and definitely useful come the winter holidays.

This was a huge disappointment, especially since the "101 one skein wonders" was so well done. I was
looking forward to making several of the patterns. Unfortunately I found multiple errors in every pattern that
I attempted. I have been knitting for 30+ years and have never been so frustrated with a pattern book. I
finally found errata on the following website. (search for errata)
http://www.storey.com/correct_book.ph...

There are corrections for 32 out of the 101 patterns and several of the patterns have multiple corrections
listed. That is almost 1/3 of the patterns. Very poor

with no sense or reason in each category. The only difference being that the project photos are at the start of
the book and not the centre.

Like every knitting book in my library (I have many), this book has errors. My advice for anyone buying any
knitting book, first thing you do is research the book's title and "errors" online. I have never met a book that
didn't have at least one error.

With that said this book is a great stash buster. The patterns are different and easy enough that experienced
knitters can change patterns but the simplicity of the patterns allow some easy knitting days.

I would not consider this a beginners knitting book. There are no detail explanations on how to create the
stitches required. The expectation is that you have access to this information on your own.

I don't write a review on a book until I have knitted at least 5 items of that book, whether successfully or
unsuccessfully. I have successfully knitted 5 items and happy with all of them.

I highly suggest knitting the magic loop mini sweater. Teaching myself magic loop with such a wonderfully
cute pattern was allot of fun.

All that said I still love thumbing through the book and reading the patterns and I think they have clever
designs to use up stray balls of yarn.
