Thiswas my first experience with Max Brand. | don't think I'll read more of his stuff. This was an unique
spin on an archetypa story with awell developed hero. | have to give him high marks for that alone. Most
heroes are less interesting than the villains. Brand worked as a cowboy early in hislife, and that gives this
book a more authentic quality, especially when he writes about horses. He and Zane Grey have an excellent
gift for describing the landscape.

Now, to the problems | have with this book. The biggest one is dialogue. Most of it sounds like these people
learned their language from abook of Western cliches. Robert Parker's dialogue in his Westernsis far more
convincing, though | sometimes wonder if the curse words used by Parker's characters were around at that
time. I'm not sure if the author has a poor opinion of women or if the characters do. Perhaps both. There are
only two women in this book, and one is the blonde blue eyed ingenue, and the other woman is the mother of
one of the outlaws. Neither has much personality. They feel like stock characters.

I'd recommend this book for anyone interested in popular fiction in the 20th century. It's clear this book has
been influential, and it has akind of pulp fiction excitement that hel ps move things along.

Max Brand is the pen name of Frederick Faust, perhaps one of the most prolific authors who ever lived. He
penned 500 novels, and that is just the tip of the iceberg. He started out as a pulp hack and found success
later in life by inventing Dr. Kildare, which was not only a series character in novels but became a prime
time television show, which Faust wrote.

| am intrigued by the pulp novelists of the early 20th century, and | love awell-written Western, so | picked
thisup. To enjoy it, it helpsif you lower your expectations and realize this is an accumulation of six or more
episodes dashed off for aWEEKLY fiction magazine.

Itis, indeed, pulpy. All the characters are cardboard stereotypes, about as thick and well-rounded as the
pixels on your e-reader.

But writing at the breakneck speed he did, Faust/Brand does surprisingly well. Y ou can see him straining to
create lasting Western iconography, and darned if tropes and images in this book from around 1920 are not
seen in the 1960s Clint Eastwood spaghetti westerns. It isthe earliest book I've seen where a cowboy
whistles mystically as he rides, a sound that was often exploited in theme music for Westerns from the 1950s
and early 1960s (with appropriate cool reverb).

The plot is kindafun and Whistling Dan is an interesting creation because he's the only unpredictable
character in the story. Thisisabrief and easy read, and is worthwhile if you're curious to see the grandpappy
of alot of cowboy stereotypes that survived the following 40 years. There is afair amount of action, whichis
aways fun. But don't mistake this for anything but what you'd expect from awriter churning out prose for a
penny aword.

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Max Brand burst on the scene with this striking novel less than two decades after Wister’s The Virginian and
just as Zane Grey was topping the bestseller lists. In those three writers one can trace the evolution of
western storytelling from history into myth. Wister's Wyoming and his cowboy characters were drawn from
life, while Grey romanticized the desert Southwest and the heroes and villains he put there. Brand stripped
away realism and romance in The Untamed and left pure myth—with even atouch of the supernatural. . .

1. What did you like about the book and what could have been better?

In the book the untamed by Max Brand, the classic western novel was an enjoyable read, which kept you
going till the end with trouble and mishaps. The description was put in the right spot, and the imagery of the
landscape was great, which was better than other westerns, but lacked intensity. The book was no different
than an ordinary western, other than both having the dog and horse together, but was not as appealing to me
because the author used to many names for the same people, and constantly was jumping around from scene
to scene.

2. Discuss the style of the book?

As mentioned in the paragraph before, Brand' s use of imagery, and descriptive language put this western
better than othersin that category. His use of organization with names was more informal, and the dialogue
was choppy, asif it was word for word what the cowboy said.

3. What was the overall message/ dilemma?

In thiswestern Brand didn’t present a message to portray to his readers. The Untamed was more of an
enjoyable read that was for pleasure, and not for academic thought. Dan’s trouble with the law was constant,
but the hardest part on him was when he got shot, and barley survived.

The Untamed was Max Brand's first western novel and possibly hisfirst novel of any kind. Originally
published in 1919 in "All Story Weekly" asasix part serial. It reads like the script of a cowboy movie serial.
The protagonist "Whistlin' Dan Berry" is about as indestructible a superman of a protagonist as you will ever
meet. He does everything perfectly and never appearsto be in any real danger save for a period of time
where heis shot in the shoulder with arifle and nearly dies, only to perform miraculous feats of hand to hand
combat afew days later. Thisis pulp stuff, good not great, but enjoyable enough.
